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FEZIN To note:
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My First Restrictions

| USED TO live a life full of rules and
restrictions that stemmed from my health
issues as a child. I had to stick to a strict
diet and was excused from most physical
activities, which made me feel like an
outsider. As I grew up, this cautious
mindset led me to always overprepare and
be hyper-aware in various aspects of my
life. Despite some early career success,

[ felt trapped by these self-imposed

rules, experiencing ongoing insecurity
and anxiety. Interestingly, I realised that
embracing even more regulations laid my

path to a happier life.
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Receiving My First Precepts

The decision to take the Threefold
Refuge and the Five Precepts at the Lodge
in December 2019 was made without
much consideration. After attending Pure
Land Dharma classes for over a year, I felt
prepared to formally embrace Buddhism
and adhere to the Buddha's teachings.
The commitment to the Five Precepts,
including abstinence from alcohol, seemed
manageable, especially since 1 had never
been interested in drinking.

After the Refuge and Precepts
ceremony and committing to my daily

chanting practice, my troubles and



frustration slowly ebbed away. As Venerable
Yanxu shared in one of his Dharma talks on
the Rebirth Treatise {f1:*fi2), a beginner
may find the constraints of observing
precepts stifling, as it is akin to having one’s
hands and legs tied. But if we observe the
precepts well, we will find that their main
purpose is to restrain our troubles, not us.
This is because precepts target our negative
habits, thus causing our troubles to cease.

Indeed, this inner feeling of peace
came to the fore each time I received the
Eight Precepts during the Lodge’s regular
Amituofo Mindfulness Retreats. Before, [ had
felt isolated when precluded from communal
activities. Now, I feel energised and supported
even when skipping dinner on precept days.
On Eight Precepts’ days, | awake with greater
mental clarity, as if a reset had taken place
overnight, allowing me to approach the
day with a clean slate. It was as though an
invisible teacher has reintroduced calmness
and stillness back into my life.

This experience reminded me of
Venerable Heng Sure’s ‘Pizza Precepts’ story.
During Venerable Heng Sure and Venerable
Heng Chau’s 800-mile ‘three steps, one
bow’ pilgrimage to pray for world peace,
they rejected a pizza offered by a passer-
by due to its allium contents. Soon after,
the Venerables met a mentally unsound
man with malicious intent coming towards
them. Suddenly, the man could not move.

It was as if he was blocked by an invisible

shield. The danger promptly dissipated and
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both Venerables continued on their way.
Reflecting on the incident, Venerable Heng
Sure realised that keeping the precepts
invites Dharma protectors to watch over us.
He concluded, ‘Keep the rules and it works
out. Break the rules and you are on your

own.

The Lodge’s First Bodhisattva Precepts
Ceremony In 90 Years

Having experienced the liberation that
came with observing the Five and Eight
Precepts, | felt there was more to uncover
from the treasure trove of the Buddha's
teachings. As Venerable Yanxu explained,
other than prohibiting certain behaviours
(% /245 11), the precepts also encourage
us to engage in positive actions (f/&4A A
24°%). This would ultimately lead one to
walk the Bodhisattva Path, the starting
point of which is the observation of the

Bodhisattva Precepts. My first encounter

with the Bodhisattva Precepts was through
the Contemplation Sutra (WA 4% . It
states that to attain High Grades of Rebirth in
Amitabha Buddha's Pure Land (_['#£13/f), one

must be complete with all precepts’ practices
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(Higmd ) —including the Bodhisattva
Precepts.

I was hence elated to hear about the
Lodge’s plans to confer the Lay Bodhisattva
Precepts. With Venerable Da'an, Abbot of
Donglin Monastery as the Chief Preceptor,
Venerable Yanxu as the Repentance
Preceptor, and Venerable Yongsheng as the
Teaching Preceptor. It was almost as if all
the conditions had come together perfectly.
Other than Venerable Yanxu, Venerable Da’an
was the other Dharma Master from whom I
learnt most of my Pure Land teachings (via
online videos). As both Venerables faithfully
follow the sutras and the teachings of the

deeply enjoyed the seamless experience of
learning from them.

Nevertheless, [ did not underestimate
the enormity of what lay ahead. As Venerable
Yanxu painstakingly reminded us, while this
was the first time the Lodge conferred the
Bodhisattva Precepts, our aspiration to walk
the Bodhisattva path in this lifetime reflected
the accumulation of wisdom, virtue and
affinity gathered through beginningless cycles
of rebirth over countless kalpas. Truly, the
causes and conditions were rare and precious.

To help us better understand the
Brahma Net Sutra’s Bodhisattva Precepts,
Venerable Yanxu organised a briefing on 27
July. He explained what being a Bodhisattva
means, and addressed a wide range of
questions, from dietary restrictions to what
to do with existing pets at home. [ was also
fortunate to have access to independent
Buddhist teacher Shen’s English translation
of the Brahma Net Sutra’s Bodhisattva
Precepts’ Text, and to clarify personal doubts
with him. Additionally, the online videos
by the late Venerable Deliang of Donglin
Monastery further prepared me for the

upcoming ceremony.

The Bodhisattva Precepts Ceremony
While the Five and Eight Precepts

guide us toward attainment of the human

rebirth and personal liberation respectively,

the Bodhisattva Precepts extend our

responsibilities to the liberation of all sentient

beings. Failing to help others or to protect



and uphold the Right Dharma (¥7#fiEik) is
considered violation of these precepts.
During these three days, a few things

reverberated deeply inside me.

Compassion

Venerable Yongsheng’s great compassion
shone through his every word as he taught
the Precepts’ Text. He reminded us that the
Bodhisattva Precepts arise from the Bodhi
Mind, characterised by an expansive heart,
lofty aspirations and boundless compassion
for all sentient beings (/0 kK, TEWA
12). Therefore, we should embrace sentient
beings with whom we share affinities with
in our regular Dharma practice. When taking
refuge, we should do so alongside sentient
beings of the six realms. When making vows,
we should wish for all beings to be freed from
suffering. When sharing merits, we should
extend them to boundless sentient beings.
This, he emphasised, is the true measure of a

Bodhisattva’s actions.

Emotions

On the second day, Venerable Yanxu as
the Repentance Preceptor led all preceptees
through a Repentance Ceremony. This
was crucial for formally repenting for past
misdeeds. Also for seeking protection
of the Triple Gem, and blessings for
eliminating obstacles (during the Precepts
ceremony), for attaining the highest grade
of the Precepts’ Essence (b & mci4).

As Venerable Yanxu brought preceptees
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through the process of repentance and

prostrations, the mood was solemn and
decorous. When he chanted the Repentance
Verse, | was moved to tears. They were tears
of remorse for the harm I had caused to
countless sentient beings, and of gratitude
for the great kindness and compassion of
Sakyamuni Buddha, Maitreya Bodhisattva
and Manjusri Bodhisattva (represented by
the Three Preceptors) who guided us to
transcend our karmic limitations and to take
this committed step towards the Bodhisattva

path, and ultimately towards Buddhahood.

Initiation

On the final day, Chief Preceptor
Venerable Da’an’s voice resounded through
the Great Buddha Hall as he asked us, ‘Are
you Bodhisattvas?’ ‘Have you given rise to
the Bodhi Mind?’

The affirmative reply that came from
all preceptees was thunderous and full of
conviction. At that moment, | felt the initiation
of something special in my heart and knew
that I would carry the conferred Bodhisattva
Precepts with me, life after life, firmly on a

path of non-retrogression. Venerable Da’an
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reminded us that, as taught in the Brahma

Net Sutra, we are Buddhas-to-be while the
Buddha is fully awakened. As long as we hold
unwavering faith in this truth, the Precept's
Body is already complete (&2 aifi, itk
JC, FPEUE AT, MRAAC L),

Venerable Da'an also encouraged all
preceptees to awaken the Bodhi Mind and
aspire for a high grade of rebirth. As we lead
others to give rise to faith and seek rebirth
in the Amitabha Buddha’s Pure Land, we
must remember that, upon attaining non-
retrogression in his Pure Land, we should
manifest our return to the Samsara to guide
other sentient beings towards the same
liberation. This way, our vow for rebirth in
the Pure Land will align with the Bodhi Mind

that we have given rise to.

Reflections

Almost a month after committing to
the Bodhisattva Precepts, I look back at my
journey with gratitude. Having committed to
the Five, Eight and Bodhisattva Precepts, my
previous feelings of insecurity and anxiety
have been replaced by a sense of safety and

stability.

i. Safety

It is undeniable that committing to
the precepts leaves us with less room to
‘manoeuvre’ with social activities. However,
the prohibited activities such as drinking or
meat consumption are unwholesome, which

if indulged in, would only deepen our and
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sentient beings’ suffering over time. Hence,

much like how a narrow bomb shelter offers
protection in war than open space, the key to
escape from our current woes is not through
indulgence, but from upholding the precepts
to realise our Buddha-nature.

Observing the precepts will not only
protect ourselves, but also safeguard other
sentient beings around us. For example,
abstinence from alcohol would cut the risk
of drink-driving accidents, while abstinence
from meat consumption would end demand
for killing on our part. As taught in the Brahma
Net Sutra, filial piety represents the precepts,
as does restraint (24 0, 7RAH ).

The 20th Light Precept further states

that killing sentient beings is equivalent to



killing one’s parents. Since countless cycles

of rebirth, every sentient being has been our
father or mother (§t7<i8 GcA= 3 S ACHE, T
MR, RIATRACHE, 183655, Hence, in the
spirit of the Bodhisattva Precepts, we should
exhibit filial piety towards all sentient beings
and refrain from causing harm to them. When
seen and unseen beings around us feel safe,

we will naturally feel secure and protected.

ii. Stability

As Venerable Yongsheng noted,
Singapore’s success as a stable society is
due to its commitment to upholding the rule
of law. Our oasis of peace is extraordinary,
given the various conflicts happening

around the world. With transparent and
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enforceable regulations in place, the Singapore
government is able to build on its credibility
and earn the trust of its people and investors.
As Confucius once remarked to his student
Zigong, a country can dispense with its army
and its rations, but cannot lose the trust of

its people. Likewise, as Venerable Yanxu
highlighted during the Bodhisattva Precepts’
briefing, many of the ‘Heavy Precepts’ focus

on regulating our speech. From refraining
from falsehoods to avoiding slander, observing
these precepts shapes us into trustworthy

and well-regarded individuals, laying the
foundation for strong and stable relationships
with our family and friends. Beyond fostering
these bonds, speaking humbly, kindly and
truthfully also leave us with a clear conscience,
which is essential for both physical and
mental stability and well-being. | am humbled
to say | had already repented and made

two confessions to a fellow preceptee for

transgressions—both related to speech.

iii. Gratitude

Finally, I would like to extend my heartfelt
gratitude to the Lodge’s directors, staff and
volunteers for their tireless efforts in organising
this historic ceremony. | am deeply thankful
to Venerable Yanxu and other Venerables
from Donglin Monastery, and above all, to the
Buddhas and Bodhisattvas for providing the
precious causes and conditions for the smooth
proceeding of the ceremony, and for this
momentous step forward on my path.

THE YEAR 2024 marks a significant milestone for The

Singapore Buddhist Lodge (SBL) as it celebrates its 90th
anniversary. The celebration began earlier in the year
with a series of Dharma lectures delivered by senior
venerables from Singapore, Hong Kong, China, and the
United States. In September, the Lodge made history by
holding the first-ever transmission of the Bodhisattva
Precepts to laypeople in its nine decades of existence.
The Lodge invited Venerable Da’an and Venerable

Yongsheng of Donglin Monastery of Mount Lu to lead
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the transmission and
provide instructions on
the precepts. Venerable
Yanxu of SBL guided the
preceptees on karma, the
conditions for receiving
the precepts, and the
repentance ceremony.
Monatics from Donglin

Monastery joined to lead
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the Brahma Net Sutra for guiding moral conduct in daily life.
On the second day, the preceptees participated in a solemn
repentance ceremony. Many were moved to tears by feelings
of regret and remorse over past transgressions.

The transmission of precepts was conducted on the
third day, as presided by the three Venerable Preceptors.
When Venerable Da’an asked if we had given rise to our
Bodhi Mind, in unison, we resoundingly answered ‘Yes!’

It was a stunning declaration of our aspiration for perfect

enlightenment and to benefit all sentient beings.

Accepting The Bodhisattva Precepts

On reflection, [ realised the process of accepting the
precepts happened gradually and subtly for me.

Years ago, | was captivated by a passage in the Amitabha
Sutra, describing the Bodhisattvas in the Western Land of
Ultimate Bliss. In the Pure Land,

‘Day and night, during the six periods, raining from
the sky are Mandarava flowers. That land’s sentient beings,
constantly in early mornings, each with their clothes’ lapels,
fill many wonderful flowers, to make offerings to other
directions’ hundred thousand kotis of Buddhas. (&} 7S, H

Suddenly, I realised that Amitabha Buddha’s great compassion, vows, and
tireless practices on the right path had manifested his Pure Land. It embodies
his intent for everyone to follow him on the right path through his Pure Land,
so as to swiftly attain perfect enlightenment—Anuttara Samyak Sambodhi.

With the simple thought, ‘I am willing to accept Amitabha Buddha's
intent and emulate him on the right path, everything fell into place. Receiving
the Bodhisattva Precepts now seemed like a natural progression.

The moment of realisation was as calm and subtle as a cool spring. In

retrospect, | was not sure [ was expecting anything more brilliant or dramatic.

Living With The Bodhisattva Precepts

As 1 began living by these new and unfamiliar precepts, I have to
constantly remind myself what they are and remember all the dos and don'ts.
However, reducing the precepts to nothing more than a laundry list of what
one must and must not do would be a shame. And they will feel burdensome if
seen as chores to uphold.

The Bodhisattva Precepts are established upon the basic Five Precepts,
but breathe new life into them. They provide a sense of direction and purpose,
guiding us on the path of a Bodhisattva with the Bodhi Mind. Following the

precepts becomes a living and breathing process of refinement, helping us to

make wise choices in our actions, speech, and thoughts.

Each Bodhisattva Precept encompasses three aspects—what is
prohibited, what is encouraged, and what benefits all sentient beings. But at
their core is a golden thread of intent: to give rise to ‘an eternally abiding mind
of kindness, compassion and filial piety. Itis a process of mindfulness that
requires vigilance in overcoming our old patterns of motivation and behaviour,

while remembering our initial Bodhi resolution.

Congratulations To All New Bodhisattvas

The memory of the precept transmission ceremony, its grandeur,
solemnity and golden brilliance in the Buddha Hall at SBL, will always remain
with me. It was awe-inspiring and undoubtedly one of the most momentous
occasions for all who participated!

As Venerable Yanxu said, this
moment did not happen by accident
or through trivial coincidence. It
required a confluence of merits,
causes and conditions over
many kalpas to culminate in that
extraordinary day when we all
brought forth the Anuttara Samyak
Sambodhi Mind. Together, we
declared, ‘Yes! I shall walk the right

path! Namo Amituofo!

& VOWS FOR 90 YEARS

THE SINGAPORE BUDDHIST Lodge (SBL)

was officially established at Putuo Monastery

in Tanjong Pagar on 17 June 1934. While the
founding of SBL was fortituous, it proved to
be significant. At the start of the last century,
against the backdrop of the ‘Movement

to Revive Chinese Mahayana Buddhism,

a large group of virtuous Venerables and
distinguished laypersons undertook the
process of rebuilding ageing monasteries,
propagating precepts, ordaining monastics,
establishing modernised Buddhist
educational institutions, printing and
circulating sutras, and setting up Buddhist
research centres. Among other efforts, these
initiatives injected a new lease of life into
Chinese Mahayana Buddhism and sowed

the seeds of ‘Buddhism for Human Life’ in

Singapore, which subsequently flourished.
The establishment of SBL was made
possible by Venerable Zhuandao and Mr Lee
Choon Seng. Aside from being the disciple
of Great Master Xiandi, Venerable Zhuandao
was a fellow practitioner of Great Master
Xuyun and Great Master Hongyi, as well as a
former classmate of Great Master Taixu and
Great Master Yuanying. Out of the six Great
Masters of Chinese Buddhism in recent times,
Venerable Zhuandao had close affinities with
five of them. On the other hand, Mr Lee Choon
Seng received the Threefold Refuge under
Great Master Yinguang (the 13th Patriarch of
the Pure Land Tradition), and was given the
Dharma name ‘Hui Jue’. Mr Lee was a leader
within Singapore’s early Chinese community.

He was a banker, industrialist, philanthropist,
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and inaugural chairman of the Singapore
Buddhist Federation, serving eight terms
consecutively. The eminent pair laid solid
foundations for SBL's special future.

During the World War II, Singapore had
three years of immense suffering. Under the
stewardship of Venerable Daming, Venerable
Kong Hiap and Mr Lee Choon Seng, relief
centres were set up in 27 monasteries
across the island. From tending to the ill
and injured to provision of essentials, SBL
members worked tirelessly around the clock.
As aid operations grew and limited supplies,
Venerable Zhuandao and layperson Mr
Zheng Jinglun led a team to cultivate rice in
Batam in Indonesia and Mersing in Malaysia
to meet the daily needs of its relief centres.

After the war, as many people were still
living in poverty, SBL started distribution
of the Aged Fund for the Needy (Chinese
New Year Hongbao) to seniors of all races
in 1949. The SBL Welfare Foundation was
formally set up in 1996 and obtained the
government approved Institution with the
Public Character (IPC) status in 1998. During
the Bukit Ho Swee fire in 1961, SBL offered

to be at the forefront of relief operations
and opened its premises to accommodate
displaced persons, providing them with food
and daily essentials. Since its establishment,
SBL has upheld its tradition of 'compassion
in action, actively supporting humanitarian
efforts and aiding those in need.

Our visionary founders recognised that
education is the cornerstone for a better
society and nation. In 1979, to support
underprivileged students, SBL began raising
funds annually to provide bursaries to
students of all levels, races and religions.

In 2001, the SBL Education Fund became a
registered IPC.

Tracing back to wartime’s distributing
of free porridge, SBL began serving free
meals at its 'Ten Directions’ Dining Hall' in
the 1980s. This initiative, providing three
meals daily, has since become a well-
known and renowned Singaporean 'brand’
locally and internationally. In 2005, SBL
was honoured to receive the President's
Social Service Award (PSSA), becoming the
first religious charitable organisation to be

granted this distinction.
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Since its inception, SBL has undergone
six relocations. After moving to Kim Yan
Road, it underwent six rounds of rebuilding,
transforming from a modest two-storey
terrace house at Blair Road into the
majestic monastery it is today, occupying
more than 50,000 square feet of land with
built-up area of over 160,000 square feet.
The growth and development of SBL are
results of the immense contributions of its
past Presidents, directors, members and
distinguished figures in society. As the saying
goes, 'Many hands make light work!

On the 24 October 2014, SBL's 9th
President Mr Lee Bock Guan launched the
largest rebuilding project in SBL's history.
Regrettably, due to over-exhaustion, Mr
Lee passed on from illness in August 2015.
The rebuilding process went through a
turbulent phase, and I took over the project
in November 2016. It was a massive and
complex project, costing more than $60
million and stretching over five years. In
2019, on Sakyamuni’s Enlightenment Day,
on the 8th day of the 12th Lunar Month, SBL
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held a Triple Celebration to celebrate the
completion of works at the Great Buddha Hall,
SBL's 85th Anniversary, and consecration of
Buddha statues in SBL's halls. The Deputy
Prime Minister Heng Swee Keat came to
preside over the opening ceremony.

After the SBL's redevelopment
project, we consolidated views to adjust
our development strategy. With Dharma
propagation and a holistic education system
as our core focus, and with continuation and
expansion of existing charitable initiatives
as our mission, we are dedicated to uphold
religious and racial harmony in Singapore.

During the pandemic, we leveraged
modern technology to transition SBL's
Dharma education classes, sutra recitation
sessions and Dharma Assemblies into a
hybrid model, allowing both online and
in-person participation, ensuring we could
continue serving the community.

Notably, the Miaoji Children Dharma
classes were launched during the pandemic,
and enrolment has increased from an initial
25 students to over 100. Additionally, SBL's
Pure Land Dharma Class
is in its 8th batch, with
more than 600 students
registered. After 14 years of
dedicated efforts, we have
achieved significant results.

Post-pandemic, we are
delighted to see a notable
increase of youngsters

attending Dharma classes



and prostrating to the Buddha. It has become
common to witness multigenerational
families enjoying meals and engaging in SBL's
Dharma cultivation together.

To commemorate SBL's 90th year,

a history gallery and a commemorative
documentary were commissioned. We

have also installed bronze statues of our
founders — Venerable Zhuandao and Mr Lee
Choon Seng. In addition, we have planned

a series of high-quality Dharma talks,

TCM and DharmaWave Book Club sharing
sessions. Venerable Da'an and his assembly
of Venerables from Donglin Monastery were
specially invited to confer the Bodhisattva
Precepts to local practitioners — for the
very first in SBL's history. Special thanks

go to Venerable Kwang Phing, President

of the Singapore Buddhist Federation, for
conducting the inaugural talk to launch our
series of Dharma talks, including full-house
talks by Venerable Jingying, Venerable Jiqun
and Venerable Da'an.

In recent years, we have witnessed many
uncertainties and troubling world affairs. Yet,
we are living in a peaceful and stable *haven’
like Singapore, where everyone is free to
choose their faith and pursue wisdom. We are
reminded of the importance of world peace, the
value of racial and religious harmony, economic
stability, and the preciousness of living with
security and prosperity.

Today, we are gathered here to
celebrate SBL's 90 years. We are proud to

have held high the torch passed down by
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THE SINGAPORE BUDDHIST LODGE

our predecessors. That is, to uphold the
propagation of Dharma education and
charitable work, as our core duty: With
Unchanging Practices & Vows For 90 Years!

Throughout these 90 years, we have
passed on our roles from generation to
generation, while staying true to our
mission. We have forged ahead despite
difficulties, with no grievances or regrets.
With everyone’s enthusiastic participation,
we have fulfilled one another’s aspirations
and elevated our lives.

In this auspicious moment, we sincerely
pray that Buddhism by the day increases in
glory, with continual turning of the Dharma
Wheel, for world peace, national prosperity,
and stability. May we all continue to uphold
the right Dharma and work towards the
continued progress of SBL. In the next 90
years, with original aspirations unchanging,
may we become a key force in propagating
the Dharma to benefit sentient beings,
while remaining an active partner in nation-
building, as a beacon of light for world peace.
